POINTS TO CONSIDER DURING ABSTRACT SUBMISSION AND SUBMISSION RULES
1. All abstracts will be accepted in English. 
2. Abstracts must be submitted via email to info@fagacongress.com; submissions sent through other channels will not be accepted. 
3. Since accepted abstracts will be published as submitted, careful attention should be paid to spelling and grammar.
4. Deadline for the abstract submission is May 25, 2026 
5. For an abstract to be accepted and published in the congress e-book, at least one of the authors must complete registration till May 31, 2026. 
6. You may send your questions regarding abstract submission to info@fagacongress.com via email. 
7. The Abstract Book will be published as an e-book on the website. 
8. Submitted abstracts will be evaluated by the Scientific Committee of the congress and will be accepted if deemed appropriate.
Writing Guidelines
1. The language of the abstract is English. 
2. When submitting the abstract, the email must include the contact details of at least one of the researchers: full name, title, phone number, institution, and city. 
3. The abstract should be written in Times New Roman font: title 12 pt, author/institution 10 pt, and main text 11 pt. Margins should be 1.5 cm on the left and 2.5 cm on the right. 
4. For research abstracts, the following headings should be used: “Introduction and Objective,” “Method,” “Results,” and “Discussion and Conclusion.” For case reports, the headings should be: “Introduction,” “Case,” and “Discussion and Conclusion.” 
5. The abstract should briefly state the aim of the study and the methods used; results should be summarized with sufficient numerical detail, and conclusions should be explained based on the presented findings. 
6. The entire abstract, excluding the title and author names, must not exceed 500 words and 7 references. The title is not included in the word count. 
7. Academic titles should not be used in author names. 
8. Names should be written in lowercase letters with only the first letter capitalized. 
9. The names of the institutions where the authors work and their cities must be specified. 
10. The main text and title must not include any identifying information about the authors or their institutions. 
11. If abbreviations are used in the abstract, their full forms must be provided in parentheses at first use. 
12. You may submit your abstract by indicating whether it is for an Oral Presentation or a Poster Presentation. 
13. Abstracts must be submitted in text format. 
14. Abstracts that do not comply with the specified rules will be rejected.
Evalation of Abstracts
1. Evaluation will be conducted online by the Abstract Evaluation Committee using a blind review process, with author names and institutions concealed. 
2. The evaluation results will be sent to all authors as a notification letter.
